This building was named

for Charles S. Murkland, the
University’s first president.

8. Dimond Library (D-5) is a
beautiful place to study, offer-
ing floor-to-ceiling windows, an
abundance of natural light, and
a great café.

9. DeMeritt Hall (E-5) houses
the physics department. This
building offers state-of-the-art
labs, classrooms, a library,
conference rooms, and a dem-
onstration room.

10. Hewitt Hall (E-4) is home
to the College of Health and
Human Services—well known
for its hands-on learning
requirement in all majors.

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11. James Hall (E-4) houses
the earth sciences and natural
resources and the environment
departments.

Morse Hall (D-3) is home to the
University’s renowned Institute
for the Study of Earth, Oceans,
and Space, with lab space for
some of the world’s greatest sci-
entific and engineering minds.

Cole Hall (I-3) is home to the
Thompson School of Applied
Science, offering hands-on
associates degrees.

The Whittemore School of
Business and Economics pre-
pares students for real success
in the real world. In 2013, the
business school will move from
McConnell Hall (B-5) to a brand
new state-of-the-art facility.

The Horse Barns (I-2) are run
by students in the equine pro-
gram. Visitors are welcome at
the horse barns. In the spring
and fall, UNH hosts horse trials,
which bring together about 150
competitors of all ages

and abilities.
